Felonious Bosch is a six-piece band from the 
Twin Cities. Two women and four men who make 
a unique and original sound beyond the sum of 
their experience, led by the mesmerizing voice and
enigmatic lyrics of lead singer Katy Thomasberg
and “nemonic” melodies by Scott Nieman. 
The 12 songs in Toybox range from pastoral to 
harrowing.

Who are the Bosch?

Renée Bracchi – drum kit, percussion

...is a hockey-playing, high-sticking powerhouse drummer. The Blue Up? a three-woman alternative / pop
group from Minneapolis released 2 indie albums, then were signed to Columbia Records for their 3rd. 
Renée later joined Machinery Hill, where she expanded her reach beyond the drum kit.

Steve Clarke – saxes and flutes

...is an accomplished tenor, soprano, baritone sax, flute and alto flute player, winner of 6 MN Music Awards
(MMA) for “Horn Player of the Year.” He has appeared on over 50 recordings including commercials and 
jingles. Formerly a member of Lamont Cranston and The Strawdogs, his band The Working Stiffs is a 
highly energetic Jump / Swing ensemble.

Drew Miller – bass guitar

...is the founder of Boiled in Lead “...the prime purveyor of a style of Celtic music infused with punk-rock
attitude...” in the fertile Minneapolis music scene of the mid-1980s, winners of 25+ MMA awards. He also
runs Omnium Records, with over 50 releases of “world music that rocks.”

Scott Nieman – bouzoukis, cittern, guitar, melodies

...has performed in groups including the (Mpls original) Holy Goats and seven thieves
combining ethnic and early music with punk, rock, electronic, and dub reggae. 
He’s also an audio engineer and producer.

David Stenshoel – violin, saxophone

...is an in-demand performer, who has played professionally since 1975 in a wide variety
of styles ranging from Western Swing to African to Persian, and is an original member of
Boiled in Lead. In 1988, David won a MMA Award for Best Acoustic Ethnic Violin.

Katy Thomasberg – vocals, lyrics

...is a writer, musician, producer and recording artist who has fronted critically acclaimed
punk rockers Times Beach, and voice and drum group The Collective who were on the
Lilith Fair tour. Since 1994, she’s sung the demanding lead role of Jesus in the annual
First Avenue production of J.C. Superstar.
